Readerçs Book Bag 

Read through entire pattern before 

starting to sew. Remove all pins before 

sewing over them.                                                                           

All seams are a ı ∂. 

Cutting Fabric: 

24-Tumbler shapes of a light color                                                                               

24- Tumbler shapes of a dark color                                                   

2- 4 ∂ x 20 ∂ strips of fabric for straps                 

 Instructions: 

Tumbler Shapes: 

1) Take 12 light tumbler shapes and 

12 dark tumbler shapes for one 

side of the bag. Alternating colors 

lay the tumbler shapes in 4 rows 

with 6 tumbler shapes in each 

row.  

 
2) Line tumblers up at the corners, 

pin and sew two of them, right 

sides together. Repeat until all 

rows are sewn. Next, press 

seams in alternating directions on 

each row. Sew rows right sides 

together, matching seams. After 

sewing rows together, press 

seams on rows down. 

 
3) Place bag piece on fusible fleece 

and cut out 2 ∂ larger. Iron on 

fusible fleece following 

manufactures directions. 

 
4) Quilt as desired, then with a 

chalk, mark a line on the sides, at 

the shortest length of bag piece, 

cut off sides and cut off extra 

fusible fleece. Follow through the 

instructions, starting at Tumbler 

Shapes: step 1 up to here for the 

other side of the bag, measure 

and cut both bag pieces the 

same size. 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 



Pockets and Lining: 

1) Measure 1 bag piece and cut 2 

linings the same size. 

 
2) Next, cut 2 pockets 8 ∂ high by the 

width of bag. Fold the pockets in 

half and press. Making the 

pockets 4 ∂ high by the width of 

the bag, then topstitch the folded 

edge. 

 
3) Place the pocket raw edges up 

and 6 ∂ from the top of one lining 

cut and sew in place. 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4) Fold the pocket up, press and 

topstitch the bottom seam. With a 

ruler, place a pin at 4 ∂ and 8 ∂. 

Sew from the bottom of the 

pocket to the top and backstitch 

at the top of the pocket to make it 

more secure, this will make 3 

pockets. Repeat for the other 

lining and pocket. 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Appliqué Rose & Monogram: 

 

1) Before you cut the Rose die, iron 

on Lite Heat-n- Bond to fabric, 

following manufactures 

directions. After cutting, take the 

large rose and place it 

approximately 2 ∂ down and 4 ∂ in 

from the left side on one of the 

bag pieces and press in place. 

 
2) Repeat for the small rose, center 

the monogram and attach it 

following manufactures 

directions. Sew close to the edge 

all around each rose. 

 
 

 

 

 

Sewing Outside and Lining Together: 

 

1) Take the outside of the bag, 

place right sides together, 

matching side seams. Pin, sew 

the sides and  bottom, leaving the 

top open.  

 
2) Take the lining, place right sides 

together, sew the sides and at 

the bottom leave a 3 ∂ opening for 

turning. Leave the top open. 

 
3) Match bottom and side seams on 

both the outside and the lining. 

Measure in approximately 1 İ ∂ at 

the corners and sew. This will 

box the corners of the bag.
