 Requirements: 

 Fleece that is 60ò wide 

If using a sweater: 

1 Sweater & 3/8 yard fleece for lining 

If using fleece: 

 3/8 yard fleece for hat and lining      

Size of Sweater Hat:     

Medium        

Cut out Sweater Hat template and 

tape the two pieces together                           

                                                                 

 

Supplies needed: 

All purpose thread to match fabric                                 

Scissors                                                                                                                                                

Pins                                                                                

Sewing Machine   
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Read through the entire pattern before starting to sew.  

Remove all pins before sewing over them. 

All seams are a İò. 

 

 

Sweater Hat: 

Iôm going to show you how to take an 

outdated sweater and make a beautiful 

sweater hat. This sweater is large 

enough, so I donôt have to cut open the 

side seams. But, if you have a smaller 

sweater just cut open the side seams 

and cut sleeves off and lay the sweater 

fabric flat. 
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Cutting Hat - Cut 2 Templates: 

Look for a nice cut; I wanted the 

snowman, so I placed the pattern there. 

I also, liked the snowflakes on the other 

side of the sweater, so I will cut out 2 at 

the same time (front and back fabric of 

the sweater). Pin both layers of the 

sweater very carefully to the pattern; 

make sure there are no bumps in the 

sweater. Or, find a nice back design for 

the hat and make another cut with the 

pattern. 

 

 

Cut out the pattern (If you are using 

fleece for your hat, follow the same 

instructions as the sweater and place 

pattern on the greatest stretch of fabric) 

 

 

 

   Now you have 2 cuts 
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Place right sides together and pin 

 

Sew both sides, up to the top. I have 

placed lines in the picture to show were 

you should sew. Leave the middle V 

open. 

 

 

 

    

Now just the middle of the hat is open 
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 Match up the hat seams and pin, just 

like the picture. Sew the seam   

  

 

 

You have the outside of the hat done. 

 

 

 

    

Lining for sweater hat- Cut 2 

templates: 

Rather than cutting the paper pattern, 

just fold the sweater hat template on the 

lining line. Place on the greatest stretch 

of fleece, pin and cut out 2.    

(If you are lining a fleece hat follow the
